ASSEMBLY

1) If shipped with a Lightning Rod, screw it into the threaded hole at the top of the antenna, then tighten nut to lock it in place.
Ensure the lightning rod is oriented in an upright position as shown below.

2) Loosen the clamping screws and nuts on the antenna

3) Pull downleads up through the mounting pipe and connect them to the appropriate connectors on the antenna.

4) If your antenna is equipped with a lightning rod also attach the cable for it at this time (See Grounding Procedure below).

5) Slide the antenna onto the mounting pipe (mast, Not Included).

6) Secure the clamping screws by slowly tightening and alternating between them, making sure to keep the mounting pipe centered
with the antenna. Torque to 15-20 ft*lbs.

7) After the clamping screws are completely tightened lock them in place by tightening the hex nuts.

8) If shipped with an obstruction light, have a qualified electrician perform required work to connect to the power supply.

9) Weatherproof all connections appropriately.

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GROUNDING

To help protect your antenna and receiver from lightning damage, you should ground your equipment, to do so follow the
instructions below. If your antenna is equipped with a lightning rod refer to Figure 1, if your antenna is not equipped with
a lightning rod see Figure 2.

1) Slide the ground wire (#6 recommended) into the ground lug as shown below and tighten the set screw.

2) Connect the ground wire to a ground rod driven at least four feet into the ground.
3) Keep the antenna and cable a safe distance from any power lines.
