Panel Mounting
¢ Mount the antenna to the desired location using 4 protruding #8-32 screws, 4 lock washers, & 4 nuts.

e Protruding screws #8-32 are equally spaced on a B.C.D. of 2.655” & can accommodate max. plate thickness of %&".
o Attach the feed line to the antenna connector and weatherproof all connections appropriately.
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Bracket Mounting (Sold Separately, Part # 642224)

Attach the mounting bracket to protruding #8-32 screws and secure it with #8 lock washers and 8-32 nuts.
Attach the bracket to the mast using a mast clamp, U-bolt, 2 lock washers, & 2 nuts.
